The AY SO volunteer position of librarian is intended to be responsible for the reference
materials of the region.

Specific Duties and Responsibilities
The librarian is expected to:
1. Keep reference materials during the season;

2. Attend coaches clinicsfor the purpose of loaning library materials and selling books and
manuals,

3. Keeptrack of checked out materias; and

4. Collect borrowed materials at the end of the season and return them to storage.
Qualificationsand Desired Skills

To be considered for the position of librarian, the applicant should:

1. Beorganized;

2. Bedetail oriented; and

3. Successfully pass a screening, including a background check.

Supervision Protocols

While performing as the librarian, the volunteer is:

1. Subject to the bylaws, rules, regulations, policies, procedures, and guidelines of AY SO;
2. Under the overall authority of and directly supervised by the regiona commissioner; and

3. To maintain the recommended adult to child supervision ratio of 1:8 or less; that is one adult
for every eight or fewer children and two adults (one of whom may be the coach and one of
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whom should be of the same gender as the group) present at all times. For the protection of
both the children and the volunteer, no volunteer should permit himself or herself to be
alone with any child or group of children (except his or her own) during AY SO-sponsored
activities.
